How New Orleans Combats Flooding

• Water is drained through catch 

basins, funneled to the pump 

stations and then pumped into 

outfalls and Lake Pontchartrain.

• Water is kept out of the City using 

a series of natural and man-made 

surge barriers.

• Green infrastructure and 

wetlands reduce flooding by 

holding, absorbing, and slowing 

down rainwater.

City of New Orleans Hurricane Plans

Emergency Plans & Operations in Place:

• Pre-Storm and Post-Storm Evacuation

• Emergency Resource Centers

• Shelters

Depending on the circumstances of each incident, these emergency plans may be activated to connect 

residents to essential services and keep them out of harm's way. Each plan prioritizes inclusivity and 

accessibility. Services are FREE for ALL residents, regardless of immigration status, identification, 

primary language, or functional needs.



If a mandatory evacuation order is issued, the City of New 

Orleans will activate the City-Assisted Evacuation Plan.

• A mandatory evacuation order relies upon coordination with the 

state, national guard, and surrounding parishes.

• Ahead of a rapidly intensifying storm, we may have 

to condense our evacuation timeline.

▪ Rapidly intensifying storms are becoming the norm

▪ Post landfall evacuation more likely
CAE Rapid Intensification Contingency – Activation Levels

Color Description

GREEN
• Standard City-Assisted Evacuation with resources 

generally available. Full CAE operations as described in 
the preceding plan. 

AMBER

• Limited CAE, with priority focused on evacuation of 
high-risk groups such medically vulnerable individuals 
and seniors. Others may be advised to self-evacuate or 
shelter in place. 

RED

• Little to no pre-storm evacuation possible. Potential 
area of refuge activation for vulnerable populations 
followed by post-storm evacuation or shelter 
operations. 

Hurricane Challenges



If a hurricane causes major infrastructure damages, the 

City may operate a post-storm evacuation.

• This plan may be activated when there are significant delays 

or disruptions in public services or utilities.

• If you do not evacuate ahead of a major hurricane, prepared 

with your go-bag in case you need to evacuate after landfall.

Post-Storm Evacuation



If residents need help accessing essential services, 

the City may open Emergency Resources Centers 

(ERCs) in affected neighborhoods.

   

• Emergency Resources Centers (ERCs) are designed 

to provide residents access to information,

   community, and disaster resources.

If there is a need to shelter locally, the City 

has several scalable sheltering options.

• Shelters located in Orleans Parish may be open to 

general or specific populations, including 

unhoused populations and those with other specific 

medical needs.

Watches Warnings

Know the Difference Between:

EX: The National Weather Service has issued a 
tornado WATCH for Orleans Parish until 10PM. 
This means that there is potential for tornadoes 
in NOLA.

EX: If a tornado WARNING is issued, that 
means there is a tornado in the area 
and you should seek shelter 
immediately.

The City of New Orleans Health 
Department recommends that all residents add 
medical information to Smart911.

Smart911 will help the City of New Orleans’ emergency 
planners and first responders know who might need 
extra help during/after an emergency.

Smart911 will enable you to receive customized alerts 
and resources that may be available during all types of 
emergencies, including hurricane evacuations, 
extended power outages, flood events, and more.

Know the Difference Between:

All residents and visitors are encouraged to 
consider leaving as the forecasted conditions 
may be dangerous.

Consider your needs and the needs of your 
household when deciding whether you will 
evacuate.

All residents and visitors must leave. The 
conditions will seriously endanger lives 
and threaten significant damage or 
destruction to property.

Public services and first responders will be 
suspended for some time, and there will be 
an imminent call to shelter in place.



What is contraflow?

If a mandatory 
evacuation is called, the 
State of Louisiana may 
activate their contraflow 
plan. 

That means that all 
traffic on major 
highways travels the in 
the same direction: 
away from the coast.

 STAY SAFE ON THE ROAD.

⚬ Watch out for downed power lines.​

⚬ If a traffic light is out, treat the 

intersection as a four-way stop.​

 USE GENERATORS SAFELY.​

Follow the 20-20-20 rule: ​

⚬ 20 feet away from the house.​

⚬ 20 mins of cool down before 

refueling.​

⚬ $20 for a carbon monoxide alarm.

 PRACTICE FIRE SAFETY.

⚬ Use flashlights, not candles.​

⚬ Keep generators outside your home.​

⚬ Stay away from downed power lines.

 PRESERVE DEVICES AND APPLIANCES.

⚬ Charge important electronic devices in advance of the storm.

⚬ Preserve cell phone battery life. ​

⚬ Keep fridge doors closed. Most refrigerated food will keep in a 

closed refrigerator for several hours.​

⚬ Disconnect appliances, equipment, or electronics.​

⚬ If electricity dependent, discuss your options with your support 

network.
